LESS
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The sin in the garden subjected mankind to depravity and a state of death
(Genesis 2:17, Ezekiel 18:20, Romans 6:23). This made man be in a
perpetual search for salvation. They devised strategies from generations to
generation that could make them unite with God like the garden.

People became idolaters; they worshipped nature, influential men, animals
and many other things whether they are capable of replacing the need of
God’s plan.
